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‘Out to Lunch, the Music of Eric Dolphy’

The TCJS “Jazz from J to Z” series

concert will feature Dave Hagedorn, Phil
Hey, Tom Lewis, Dave Milne and Kelly
Rossum performing the music of Eric
Dolphy for the seminal album: Out To
Lunch. The concert will also feature a
performance by the Saint Olaf College
Jazz Ensemble I, directed by Dave
Hagedorn. The event will be held on Feb.
17, at 8 p.m. at the ‘Pause’ in Northfield
on the campus of St. Olaf.

About a year ago, I descended into
the Artists’ Quarter in Saint Paul to lis-
ten to Eric Kamau Gravatt’s band Source
Code knowing that the music would be
interesting and expertly performed. That
night vibraphonist David Hagedorn

brought in a chart he had transcribed for
Eric Dolphy’s “Hat and Beard” from “Out
to Lunch.” The charts were new to the
band, and the material challenging, but
the sound knocked me out. It recalled
my pleasure from listening to that record
for the first time, when the haunting
sound of Bobby Hutcherson’s vibes, left
to hang naked, along with the jagged and
jarring lines from Dolphy’s bass clarinet,
opened a new door to music for me. It
also made me realize what a shame it
was that these interesting and unusual
tunes were rarely covered.

I talked to Hagedorn during the break
and asked if he would be interested in

David Newman was a longtime sax
man for Ray Charles, and his muscular,
meaty tone can be heard on hits like
“What’d I Say” and “Hit the Road Jack.”
Newman’s 2005 release I Remember
Brother Ray is a highly lauded tribute to
his late friend and musical collaborator.
Other performers include Phil Hey and
Dave Graf, the Clearwater Hot Club (fea-
turing Sammo Miltich), vocalists Patty
Peterson and Dorothy Doring, Laura
Caviani, Andrés Prado (Peruvian guitar-
ist), the Cedar Avenue Big Band with
vocalist Debbie Duncan on the Twin Cit-
ies Jazz Society Big Band Stage, youth
performances and more.

putting together a group performance of
all the tunes from the album. He was
excited about the prospect and the TCJS
board agreed to sponsor the event.
Hagedorn assembled a great ensemble
of the area’s best musicians including
himself on vibraphone, Kelly Rossum on
trumpet, Phil Hey on drums, Tom Lewis
on bass, and David Milne on reeds.

Eric Dolphy (b. June 20, 1928 in Los
Angeles, CA) was an influential jazz
bass clarinet soloist. His unique style
used wide intervals and speech-like ef-
fects. Charles Mingus considered
Dolphy his most talented interpreter and
Coltrane described Dolphy as the only
horn player he could conceivably play
with as an equal. Dolphy recorded as a
leader on several outings, he appeared
on several Mingus albums and on many
significant recordings – including Ornette
Coleman’s Free Jazz: A Collective Im-
provisation, Oliver Nelson’s The Blues
and the Abstract Truth,  and John
Coltrane’s  Live at the Village Vanguard
‘61.

In 1964, Dolphy recorded Out To
Lunch with Bobby Hutcherson, Freddie
Hubbard, Tony Williams (only 18 years-
old at the time), and Richard Davis. This
album was deeply rooted in the avant-
garde, used unusual time signatures,
and Dolphy’s solos are as dissonant and
unpredictable as anything ever re-
corded. Yet, Out To Lunch was also
deeply influential for a generation of jazz
players, and remains a cornerstone in
the modern jazz movement. Out to
Lunch remains fresh and daring as ever
and is often regarded not only as
Dolphy’s finest, but also as one of the
greatest jazz recordings. Dolphy had
intended to settle in Europe but he died
in Berlin from undiagnosed diabetes on
June 29, 1964 – weeks before Blue Note
released Out To Lunch. He was 36 years
old.

AllAboutMusic.com says: “Out to
Lunch stands as Eric Dolphy’s magnum
opus, an absolute pinnacle of avant-
garde jazz in any form or era.”

This is the sixth year that the U of M
jazz ensembles have sponsored this all-
day event for visiting student jazz bands
that is capped with a festive evening
concert. During the day, Ted Mann Con-
cert Hall and the adjoining Fer-guson
Hall music building bustles with visiting
student ensembles from local and re-
gional middle schools, high schools, and
colleges. Each visiting band must pre
register, and will perform in Ted Mann
Concert hall for 20 minutes before re-
ceiving a 40 minute clinic with clinicians
from the local jazz community. The edu-
cational focus of the festival has been
very appreciated by directors of the stu-
dent groups.

The showcase concert in the evening
features Jazz Ensemble I and the Phil
Hey Quartet. The quartet was originally
assembled around the year 2000 when
Artists’ Quarter owner (and fellow drum-
mer) Kenny Horst suggested to Hey that
four favorite jazz veterans perform a
“one off” gig. Needing to print the AQ’s
monthly calendar, Horst listed the band
as the Phil Hey Quartet. Finding that they
shared a chemistry and love for the hard
bop material, the PHQ members dug in
with monthly AQ gigs and regular re-
hearsals to hone their unique sound.
Performing a songbook usually driven by
a horn player, the PHQ features piano
(Phil Aaron) and vibes (Dave Hagedorn)
on the lead lines with the equally expres-
sive rhythm section of Tom Lewis (bass)
and Phil Hey (drums). Whether by vir-
tue of the band’s “assigned” name or oth-
erwise, Hey took on the role of leader.
He is quick to point out, however, that
“this is a real band. Everyone in the
group is a band leader in his own right
and we have really come together as an

ensemble.” PHQ is a true, seasoned en-
semble that has been exploring a com-
mon musical vision for the past five
years.

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Eddie Berger, Jeanne Arland Peterson,
and Irv Williams to be Honored at Twin
Cities Winter Jazz Fest Feb. 26

The Twin Cities Winter Jazz Fest and
the Twin Cities Jazz Society are proud
to devote a portion of the 2006 Festival
to honoring the lifetime of achievement
of three Twin Cities jazz greats: Eddie
Berger, Jeanne Arland Peterson, and Irv
Williams. The inaugural lifetime achieve-
ment honors will be presented at the
Twin Cities Winter Jazz Fest Feb. 26 at
5 p.m. on the Main Stage.

Eddie Berger
Saxophone player Eddie Berger is

bebop in Minnesota. Raised in the great
jazz city of Philadelphia, Berger (b.
March 30, 1932) began playing clarinet
as a young child. By age 12 he picked
up the saxophone and never looked
back.

His early quartet The Continentals,
a vocal-based group in the style of the
Four Freshmen, played around Philly
and spots like Chicago and Las Vegas
from 1951 to 1953, until all of the mem-
bers were drafted into the Army during
the Korean War. The Continentals re-
formed for a short while after their re-
turn stateside.

In 1959, Berger moved to the Twin
Cities to pursue a career in music and
broadcasting. He attended Brown Insti-
tute and became a programmer for a
Hutchinson, Minnesota station. (Eddie
would later host a jazz show on KFAI
FM radio for more than 20 years.) An
avowed acolyte of Charlie Parker who
favors the alto sax, Berger established
himself as a top man in bebop in the Twin
Cities throughout the 1960s and 1970s
with regular gigs at clubs like the Artists’
Quarter and William’s Pub. His group
Eddie Berger and the Jazz All Stars
launched in the early 1970s, and re-
corded three albums between that time
and its latest release in 1999.

As a teacher, Berger spent two de-
cades at both the West Bank School of
Music and at South High (where he
taught a weekly jazz improv class). He
also taught and mentored scores of pri-
vate students.

Health problems in the 1990s could
have sidelined Eddie. Instead, he rededi-
cated himself to his music and contin-
ues to be a powerful force – he was

named “Best Saxophonist” by City
Pages in 1998.

As a sideman, Berger has recorded
with numerous artists including Terrence
Hughes and Rio Nido.

Berger’s career goals have always
been to “play in a bar around the corner.
I didn’t want to be a star or anything, just
blow jazz. I’ve gotten to do that and it’s
been good music.” Eddie Berger is a true
“jazz cat” and bebop hipster who simply
loves the music – he’s continued to work
on his music every day and he’s out
there blowing the sax at those bars
around the corner.

Phil Hey, who will emcee the honor-
ing of Eddie Berger, is a long time drum-
mer for Eddie Berger and the Jazz All
Stars who, like Berger, grew up in Phila-
delphia.

Jeanne Arland Peterson
The matriarch of the talented

Peterson Family, Jeanne Arland
Peterson grew up in Minneapolis where
she took to the piano, child prodigy style,
by the age of three. At age 15, Peterson
took her first formal piano lesson and,
impressively, played her first paying gig
that same year. This amazing talent
spent 22 years as a staff vocalist and
pianist on WCCO, the Twin Cities larg-
est radio station, all the while perform-
ing in nightclubs and recording in stu-
dios.

Peterson’s career has many high-
lights, including performances with Bob
Hope, Dianne Carroll, Sonny Stitt and
George Benson, to name just a few.
From 1969 through 1971, Peterson was
the organist for the Minnesota Twins.

One of the most beloved figures in
Minnesota music, she is one of two
women in the Minnesota Music Hall of
Fame (along with Judy Garland). She
has also won numerous awards for her
charitable work.

Peterson is “always gigging,” but
somehow this hard working musician
managed to raise a slew of talented chil-
dren who grew up to be nationally and
internationally known professional mu-
sicians. New generations of The
Peterson Family continue to crop up as

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talented musicians, and Jeanne keeps
on gigging to the delight of her count-
less fans.

Peterson has been playing profes-
sionally for roughly 70 years, but her
recent performances have exuded a
fleetness on piano and charismatic en-
thusiasm you’d expect from a preco-
ciously talented upstart.

Leigh Kamman, who will emcee the
honoring of Jeanne Arland Peterson, is
the host of The Jazz Image™ on MPR
and has been a jazz broadcaster for over
60 years.

Irv Williams
Raised in Cincinnati and Little Rock,

Arkansas, Irv Williams first settled in the
Twin Cities in 1942 while playing in the
Navy band. Williams started out as a
childhood violinist, a diminutive young-
ster who charmed the crowds with his
musical talent and his undeniable “cute-
ness.” His father, a doctor, prescribed the
clarinet to strengthen Irv’s lungs during
a bout with bronchitis at age 11. Williams
fell in love with the horn and soon moved
on to the sax – all he wanted to do was
blow the horn.

This beloved tenor sax player has
worked in bands fronted by the likes of
Ella Fitzgerald, Fletcher Henderson,
Mary Lou Williams, Billy Eckstine’s or-
chestra and many other jazz luminaries
at venues like the Apollo Theater and the
Howard Theater. His warm, soulful tone
and mastery of the jazz ballad earned
him the moniker “Mister Smooth” (as

bestowed by former Pioneer Press jazz
writer Bob Protzman). Williams has per-
formed in just about every jazz club the
Twin Cities has hosted since WWII, in-
cluding The Flame Bar where he split
sets with stars like Sarah Vaughan,
Dizzy Gillespie and Johnny Hodges.

An educator and mentor to countless
Twin Cities musicians, Williams’ contri-
butions to the music scene go far be-
yond his estimable sax skills.  He spent
decades teaching in the St. Paul public
schools, guest lecturing at the Univer-
sity of Minnesota, and performing with
the late jazz messenger, Dr. Reginald
Buckner.

Williams was the first jazz musician
to be honored by the State of Minnesota
with his own “Irv Williams Day” in 1984,
and had his picture on the “Celebrate
Minnesota” official state map in 1990.
His many awards include induction into
the Minnesota Jazz Hall of Fame and
receiving the Arts Midwest Jazz Masters
Award in 1995.

Now 86 years old, he has threatened
retirement on several occasions – luck-
ily for his fans retirement seems to be
