Current members are Petersen on
banjo and guitar; Dick Ramberg, clari-
net and piano; Jim ten Bensel, trombone,
trumpet and vocals; Russ Peterson,
trumpet, trombone, flute, sax and vocals;
Steve Pikal, bass and trombone, and
Tom Andrews, drums  and clarinet. Long-
time tuba player, trombonist and vocal-
ist Bill Butler retired from the band last
year after suffering a stroke. As that ros-
ter implies, they’re some of the most ac-
complished and versatile jazz musicians
in the Midwest.

In 2001 the band was inducted into
the Minnesota Music Hall of Fame,
based in New Ulm, joining such all-
timers as Percy Hughes, the Minnesota
Orchestra, and Whoopee John Wilfahrt.

The Barbary Coast has made 12
CDs, the latest of which is the aptly titled
On Tour. Among the 12 tracks are “Wol-
verine Blues,” “Mood Indigo,” “Joe Avery
Blues,” “Tiger Rag,” “Doodle De Do” and
“I Can’t Give You Anything But Love.”

Another dimension to the Barbary
Coast is its jazz ministry in churches of
many denominations. The band plays on

most Sundays throughout the year for
services in Minnesota and southern
Florida, and the core of its spiritual rep-
ertoire is on its 2001 CD Let There Be
Peace.
