Alto sax legend, Lee Konitz will ap-
pear at the Artists' Quarter in Saint Paul
on June 15, 16 and 17. Celebrating his
80 birthday this year, Konitz is regarded
as the preeminent cool jazz saxophon-
ist. He performed and recorded with
Claude Thornhill, Lennie Tristano, and
with Miles Davis on The Birth of the Cool,
which gave the genre its name. In the
early 1950s, Konitz recorded and toured
with Stan Kenton's orchestra. Known for
his unorthodox phrasing and chromati-
cism, Konitz is a iconoclast who was one
of the few saxophonists of the late 1940s
and 1950s who was not imitative of
Charlie Parker.

Konitz has been extremely prolific,
recording scores of albums as a band
leader. He has also recorded or per-
formed with Dave Brubeck, Ornette
Coleman, Charles Mingus, Gerry Mulli-
gan, Elvin Jones and others. Last time
Lee Konitz played the Artists’ Quarter,
he recorded the live CD, After Hours,
with Kenny Horst and Billy Peterson. In
recent recordings including After Hours
and those with Brad Mehldau and
Charlie Hadens, Konitz continues to
push toward more free and avant-garde
expressions.

Lee Konitz is a unique talent and one
of the all-time jazz greats whose perfor-
mance should not be missed.

CHASE Returns for Summer Tribute Concert

“CHASE,” the pioneering jazz/rock
group led by trumpeter Bill Chase in the
early 1970s gets a fitting Minnesota sa-
lute with the "CHASE Revisited" Tribute
Concert and Trumpet Summit this sum-
mer.

The concert features many alumni
from the original group, including Jim
Oatts, Jay Sollenberger, Joe Morrissey,
Alan Ware and Dartanyan Brown. Inter-
national trumpet artist Eric Miyashiro will
also appear, as will local artists: Greg
Lewis, Bob Hallgrimson, Steve Strand,
Pete Davis, Larry Foyen, Pete Elliot and
Eric Wangensteen. Rhythm section play-
ers featured include Tanner Taylor, JT
Bates, Blair Krivenek, Chris Morrissey,
and Maurice Jacox saluting the original
lead vocals of Terry Richards. The event
takes place Aug. 1 at the Minnesota Mu-
sic Cafe, 499 Payne Avenue in St. Paul.
Tickets go on sale beginning June 15,
and this concert is sure to be a sellout.

Bill Chase was a fiery lead and jazz
trumpet soloist who began his career as
a student at Boston's Berklee School of

Music. From there he joined Maynard
Ferguson's band for a brief stint, but it
was Bill's long tenure with Woody
Herman's big band during the 1960s that
gained him the most notice. During this
time, Chase also began arranging for the
band, gaining recognition in a 1964
DownBeat Magazine featured score pro-
file. His increasing writing and solo work
within Woody's band began to stoke Bill's
desire to move on to explore new musi-
cal directions. In 1971, the self-titled al-
bum CHASE was released on CBS' Epic
label, with the hit "Get It On" becoming a

#1 pop radio hit during that summer. The
debut effort by the group received four
stars in DownBeat and numerous indus-
try kudos. Their first appearance on The
Tonight Show was a huge audience hit,
with the jazz/rock format of the band
prompting Johnny Carson to quip "Fine
group, but there are nine guys who won't
be invited to Lawrence Welk's birthday
party."

The group was now the fourth mem-
ber of the CBS roster of power horn
bands, joining Blood Sweat & Tears,
Dreams and Chicago. Two more albums
followed, but during a tour during August
of 1974, Bill Chase and three members
of the band were killed during a plane
crash in Jackson, Minnesota. The Aug.
1 concert pays tribute to this great trum-
pet artist and his outstanding group.
Doors open at 7 p.m., with the concert
starting at 9 p.m.

Shell Lake Jazz Camps Celebrate 40th Year

Located just 90 miles from Stillwater
in a beautiful lake and woods setting, the
Shell Lake Arts Center jazz camps have
long fueled the jazz bands of Minnesota
schools. Some of the finest jazz players
in the area began their jazz studies in
the summers at this legendary Wiscon-
sin institution. This year's Minnesota All-
State Honors Jazz Band featured nu-
merous Shell Lake alumni, with four of
the saxophone section members as
regular attendees at the camp.

This summer celebrates the 40th
season of the Shell Lake Arts Center,
the longest-running summer jazz pro-
gram in the country.

The Shell Lake experience was the
creation of the town's band director at
the time, Darrell Aderman. He partnered
with the University of Wisconsin system
to create a place to study the arts away
from the confines of a college campus.
Aderman brought in faculty who could
play and teach, but most important, they
were artists who wanted to work with
junior and senior high students. The first
years of the camp featured Jamey

Aebersold, David Baker, Dan Haerle and
faculty from around the country. The
world-class teaching artistry of the fac-
ulty continues to this day, with this
summer's programs featuring Twin Cit-
